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In late March, our Primary One students were actively involved in interdisciplinary learning activities over two days. Through the lens
of General Studies, students applied Chinese, English and Mathematics knowledge throughout the park’s visiting activities. Students
visited the Hong Kong Zoological and Botanical Gardens for nearly three hours that day, using their "five senses” to observe,
understand and learn more about the animals and plants in the park.

The students were captivated by the animals, including the red-ear turtle, ring-tailed lemur and white-faced Saki monkey. They looked
at their appearance and unique characteristics and learned about their living habits, carefully observing their activities in the cages
to design a suitable residence for the animals among other tasks in their project learning afterwards.

A plethora of colours awed students as they are engaged with various birds, such as American flamingos, white-browed songbirds
and mandarin ducks, admiring their beauty up close and learning about the specific shapes and colors of different birds.

Next, they expanded their botanical knowledge as they learned how to identify plants by looking at their distinctive form, leaf shape,
bark and fruit features. They learned about various greenhouse plants, ferns, edible plants and our city’s flower, the bauhinia. They
found insectivorous plants like pitcher plants and Venus Flytraps particularly amazing.

As aresult of this interdisciplinary learning activity, the students were able to apply their knowledge in various subjects. They learned
how to write “metaphorical sentences” in Chinese by observing the unique shapes of certain plants, such as “Buddha Bamboo”,
“Bottle Palm”, and “Sandersonia aurantiac” (the latter flower is shaped like a palace lantern!).They learned how to use a measuring
tape to understand lengths and units by measuring the tree trunk of a Royal Palm and some candy-shaped stools within the gardens.

They also widened their vocabulary through their knowledge of animals and plants in English. Students learned to choose, compare
and categorize the information and data they got from this visit, and they used this knowledge to write sentences in English to
introduce their favourite animals.

On the whole, students enjoyed a
fulfilling morning educational
experience and got to know and
interact with different animals and
plants in person. More importantly,
they learned that life is precious that
they must respect life and care for
animals and plants. They may have
been the youngest members of the
RCPS community, but the knowledge
from this day will be remembered and
useful for a lifetime.
